Marine Corps veteran and pro bono volunteer, Joe Jasper.
After passing the Georgia barin 2019, Mr. Jasper began
volunteering full-time at GLSP. He assisted with wills,
estate planning, divorces, and probate. Today, while
running his own law firm, he continues to accept GLSP pro
bono cases, volunteers at clinics, and serves as a trusted
resource for staff attorneys on veteran’s issues, estate
planning, and probate law.

“My favorite thing to do with GLSP is participate in clinics,”
said Mr. Jasper. “You never know what legal challenges
you're going to get, and you're able to provide a lot of help
in only a few hours—help that individuals would not get
otherwise. The best part is when you sit down with the
client, and they are so surprised they get to speak with an
attorney. Often, people say that they were only expecting
maybe some brochures or other self-help materials”

Mr. Jasper’s dedication goes beyond the courtroom. He
understands the unique needs of seniors and clients with
low incomes in rural areas and never hesitates to travel or
adapt to meet them.

With his signature wagon packed with supplies, he sets up a
mobile office in courthouses, libraries, and churches,
ensuring clients in remote communities receive the same
quality representation as those in larger cities. This year, he
even made a house call when a client was hospitalized. He is a
true attorney on wheels!

We thank Mr. Jasper for his military service and his
commitment to pro bono work. His efforts expand access to
justice by bringing legal help directly to those who cannot
easily reach a law office. He has gone above and beyond the
call of duty to overcome resource constraints to get the job
done, all without sacrificing quality (or fun!).
